2. NOFA Follow-up and Preparation
a) NOFA Updates 
· Renewals

· Provider Computer Lab – was held on 7/29.
· Draft Renewal Project Applications were due 8/8.
· Project Applications due in esnaps 8/18. 
· Reallocation Update 
· Reallocations – The following reallocations were discussed: Pendleton and My Sisters Place converting from TH to PSH, Liberty reallocating funds from an existing PSH project to create new PSH, South Park returned their funding which the Hartford sub CoC is proposing to use for new PSH, HMIS and an SSO/CAN project. 
· Hartford sub-CoC approved reallocations, New Haven sub-CoC meets next week 
Motion: To approve reallocations provided that the sub-CoC approves the reallocation plans.  Approved unanimously.
· Ranking Discussion
· The group reviewed the analysis (embedded below) prepared for 2016 ranking and tiering scenarios.  13 different ranking scenarios were explored.  
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· Moving the 2015 bonus has a big impact on the scoring.  If TH is put in Tier 2, programs will be likely be cut and CoC will lose the funds.

Motion: To approve Scenario #4 Ranking Strategy.  Motion passes unanimously. 
· It was suggested that a timeline be put in place to ensure that there is a reallocation plan for the 2017 application for the remaining TH programs that are not dedicated to youth or DV.  The CoC will notify BOS TH agencies of this decision.

f/u: CT BOS to reach out to agencies with HUD CoC TH programs.
b) CoC Competition Focus: Ending Chronic Homelessness
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3.  HUD System Performance Measures 
· Data continue to be corrected (handout below) and the Average Length of Time homeless in shelters has increased to 61 days.  It is 125 days when TH is included.  The federal goal is 30 days.  
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· The rate of return to homelessness within 2 years has risen from 16% to 24% across all program types: It is 19% from PH, 21% from TH and 30% from shelter.  

· It was suggested that the SPM be broken out for PH into RRH and PSH.

·  There was discussion around opportunities to correct the data with Abt Associates.
· F/u: HI to reach out to Abt to check on this.
4. HUD Compliance 
a) HUD response - Equal Access (handout)  
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· HUD field office reps at the meeting noted that they flag any program that tries to separate families in their programs.
· There is no HUD requirement to allow other families members to join a family once they are in a program.  However, in BOS, the spirit would be that providers would accommodate people to live with their family of choice.
· It was noted that SVDP ES feels like they are putting children in their program at risk by allowing non-related males to be housed with them.  It was suggested that SVDP should contact HUD field office to register their concerns.
· It was suggested that language be added to CT BOS policies to affirmatively state that providers should accommodate additional family members when they come to the program or are developing PH plans.  This includes minor children who may be living with another relative as well as other adults that are or want to be part of the household. 
· There were questions around whether ES providers who serve families with children should also be serving couples.  HUD notes that if there are vacancies in these programs, agencies should be providing space to couples.   HUD notes that it is important for adult only families to be able to get resources.
· f/u: HI to craft language and bring to the next meeting.  

5.  Reaching Home/Opening Doors/Zero 2016 Update 
· CANS working on 90/90 challenge – the goal is to house 90 CH persons in 90 days 
· 570 CH persons have been housed since 10/15/15
· From 10/1/15-7/31/16, 942 projected CH individuals (used multiplier) -  545 have been housed, 397 left to house
· 2020 is the goal to end family and youth homeless
· Partnership for Strong Communities is working on legislative agenda and determining legislative priorities.  They will present to Reaching Home Coordinated Committee on 9/9. At the 10/14 Coordinating meeting the materials will be finalized and a vote will be held on 10/28.
· There is a NOFA for a Youth Homeless Demonstration Program- 10 city demonstration RFP to test models for youth and young adults.  The Partnership for Strong Communities will bring this to the Youth Work Group.
· It was noted that there is employee fatigue as staff is trying to end all the different types of homelessness.  It was noted that there is a need for self-care.  It was suggested that it is important to have standards for case management to ensure that there are appropriate services at all programs and that there is enough staff to do the work.
· It was suggested that efforts are needed to develop staff capacity and provide support.
· F/u: Betsy Branch (CSH) with Health and Housing Stability Work Group to take on this issue and work with providers to collect information and provide next steps.
6. Coordinated Access (CA) Planning 
a) Statewide CAN committee Report
·  Basic intake is happening within 3 days at the CANs, data quality is improving, Committee is working on: ensuring all CANs understand diversion, cold weather shelter, coordinated referrals 
b) Report back on SC recommendation on case conferencing for tenants in danger of being evicted
· Agreed that BOS should make the policy 
· f/u: HI to bring back the case conferencing language to the next meeting 
c) CT BOS 2014 PSH Project – Status Report – providers are housing the final tenants 
d) Movement/Transfers from one sub-CoC to another for PSH tenants 
· For housed tenants in DMHAS rental assistance programs who are interested in moving, providers should contact Alice Minervino (DMHAS). For non-DMHAS rental assistance, the CAN should hold a case conference to discuss the move.
· f/u: HI to bring information on HUD CoC rental assistance portability to next meeting
7. 2016 Renewal Updated Performance Evaluations
a) Review Updated Renewal Evaluation Results (handout below) 
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· It was noted that service providers/subrecipients are being penalized in scoring because grantees are submitting late APRs, APRs with incorrect data, and are not expending all of their funds and was suggested that this needs to change for the 2017 renewal evaluation process.
b) Scoring Methodology for Homeless Eligibility 
· Providers asked for clarification on how homeless eligibility was assessed in the renewal evaluation scoring.  Each program must have at least one homeless individual per household.  Non-homeless partners will not negatively impact homeless eligibility.
c) Corrective Action – agencies in corrective action status for 2016 will be notified after the NOFA is submitted to complete Corrective Action Plans.

Tier 2 Ranking Scenarios - CT BOS CoC 2016
Tier 2 projects are scored on a 100 point scale.  50 points is based on CoC Score, 5 points for being PH, 
10 points for low barrier, rapid housing placement and no service participation/pre-conditions for entry
35 points is based on relative ranking of one project to another (the "1-X Factor")
Housing Innovations considered 13 scenarios - Highest Score - 34.72, Lowest - 15.04, Avg ranged from 31.29 to 19.12
Using 2015 New Grants -9 projects  totaling $3,837,441.  2015 PSH Bonus = $2M - yuugely influences scores
Tier 2 Renewal Amount = $2,281,892.  If 2015 Bonus in Tier 2, need $276,448

Limiting access based on gender in programs with “shared” facilities.



Question:  Under HUD’s Final Rule on Equal Access may a HUD CoC program with private bedrooms and shared, self-contained bathrooms intended for use by one person at a time, limit program access based on gender?  



Summary of Response:  A project with this configuration may not operate as single sex.  Bathing facilities intended for use by one occupant at a time are not considered by HUD to be shared.  Single-sex facilities may be acceptable but on only under certain limited conditions:



· The facility must be for individuals only. A facility that accepts families with children cannot be single sex

AND

· The facility must consist of a single structure with shared bedrooms or bathing facilities such that the considerations of personal privacy and the physical limitations of the configuration of the housing make it appropriate for the housing to be limited to one sex.



Assigning family members to separate accommodations within an emergency shelter facility



Question:  Can family members be assigned to separate accommodations within an emergency shelter facility? For example, may an adult man and woman who present together as a family, be assigned to gender segregated dorms within a facility? May an adult man presenting together as a family with an adult woman and minor children be assigned to a separate adult male dorm within the shelter, while the woman and children are assigned to a family accommodation within the facility?



Summary of Response:  The applicability of the prohibition against involuntary family separation depends on whether a household includes children:



· Families with children:  CoC and ESG funded projects are prohibited from involuntary family separation of any kind, whether inside a facility or separation between facilities.

· Families with only adults:  HUD’s overarching goal is to keep ALL families together when providing emergency shelter.  Only shelters with shared bathing or sleeping facilities (see above for more information on how HUD defines “shared”) may limit access to a single sex.  All HUD funded facilities must serve participants based on the gender with which the individual identifies. If adults do not all identify as the same gender, they can be served in an emergency shelter that accommodates mixed gender families. If your community does not have mixed gender adult-only shelters, there are other possible options for these families to be served together. For example, if there were room at the families with children shelter, HUD would encourage the accommodation of those adult only families if no other shelter was available to serve them together. If you are finding in your community that the only available shelter accommodations would result in mixed gender adult-only households being served separately, HUD encourages your community to make every effort to provide alternate accommodations and to consider ways to better meet the needs of adult-only households.

· All families:  If a shelter has private rooms in which a family can stay together, then the family must be able to stay in a room together if they choose.



Determining who is part of a family



Question:  When and how often can families make a determination regarding who is part of their family?



Summary of Response:  HUD requires providers to consider any group of people who present together for assistance and identify as a family to be assisted as a family.



· Daily turnout shelters (i.e. where families are evaluated for eligibility every night) – Any group presenting as a family on any given day is required to be served as a family, regardless of past family composition.

· Shelters with longer stays (i.e. where families are permitted to stay for longer than one night without having to be re-evaluated for eligibility) -  There is no requirement that your project allow an adult and/or child to move in with an existing household, or for individuals who did not originally present as a family to later be accommodated as a family. This is because the individuals did not originally present together as family. In general, HUD allows families to form during their participation in its projects, but we recognize that it may not be feasible in every situation to permit families to form in existing projects due to things such as the type of housing, the terms of occupancy, and the services provided to the program participants.

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CoC Competition Focus: Ending Chronic Homelessness

HUD and the Administration are striving to end chronic homelessness by the end of 2017. The FY 2016 Continuum of Care (CoC) Program NOFA continues to emphasize the importance of implementing those strategies that will help CoCs meet this goal. Earlier this month, HUD and the United States Interagency Council on Homelessness (USICH) released the criteria and benchmark for what it means to end chronic homelessness, and you will hear more about these in the coming weeks. This installment of CoC Competition Focus provides resources on the policy priority included in the FY 2016 CoC Program NOFA for ending chronic homelessness.

This policy priority focuses on three key areas:

· Targeting persons with the highest needs and longest histories of homelessness for existing and new permanent supportive housing;

· Increasing the number of dedicated permanent supportive housing units; and

· Improving outreach.



Target persons with the highest needs and longest histories of homelessness for existing and new permanent supportive housing:

Earlier this week, HUD published Notice CPD-16-11: Prioritizing Persons Experiencing Chronic Homelessness and Other Vulnerable Homeless Persons in Permanent Supportive Housing which supersedes Notice CPD-14-012, which was published in July 2014. In this Notice, HUD lays out recommended orders of priority for both dedicated permanent supportive housing (including permanent supportive housing not awarded as dedicated but identified as prioritized) and for non-dedicated permanent supportive housing. HUD updated the prioritization guidance to reflect the definition of chronic homelessness included in the final rule. CoCs are encouraged to adopt these orders of priority and incorporate them into their written standards, however, CoCs will be eligible to receive points outlined in SectionVII.A.6.(a) of the FY 2016 CoC Program NOFA for demonstrating adoption and incorporation of the orders of priority included in either Notice CPD-16-11 or Notice CPD-14-012.

To be able to achieve an end to chronic homelessness — and to sustain it — CoCs must work diligently to ensure that persons experiencing chronic homelessness are prioritized to the maximum extent possible in all available permanent supportive housing while also working to ensure that fewer and fewer people “age in” to chronic homelessness by connecting them to permanent housing sooner. Adopting a Housing First approach in as much of the available permanent housing as possible will be integral to making this happen. Those with the highest needs and longest histories of homelessness will be the least likely to meet unnecessary program requirements and will benefit the most from this approach.

HUD also recognizes that when targeting those persons with the highest needs and longest histories of homelessness, obtaining the documentation required in the final rule may take time. It is not HUD’s intent to delay a person experiencing chronic homelessness from being able to quickly access permanent supportive housing due to burdensome recordkeeping requirements. Therefore, HUD has published FAQ 2872, clarifying that while at least 9-months of third-party documentation is required for at least 75 percent of program participants in an operating year, recipients have up to 180 days after a program participant has been enrolled to a project to obtain that documentation.



Increase the number of dedicated permanent supportive housing units:

In addition to prioritizing people experiencing chronic homelessness in existing permanent supportive housing, most CoCs will need additional permanent housing resources to meet the goal of ending chronic homelessness. Therefore, we encourage CoCs to continue to reallocate funds from lower performing projects to create new permanent supportive housing dedicated to chronic homelessness and apply for new bonus funding for this purpose. CoCs should also consider additional ways to create more available permanent supportive housing dedicated for the chronic homelessness outside of the CoC Program Competition.

One way to do this is by partnering with a local Public Housing Agency (PHA) to initiate a moving-on strategy, which is where persons currently residing in permanent supportive housing but who no longer need the supportive services “move on” to housing that is supported through the PHA such as a Housing Choice Voucher or Public Housing. This essentially increases the rate of turnover in permanent supportive housing (in a positive way) which frees up more units for persons experiencing chronic homelessness.



Improve outreach:

A CoC cannot confidently declare that they have achieved the goal of ending chronic homelessness unless they have a persistent, coordinated, and creative outreach and engagement strategy that ensures that they have, to the best of their ability, identified all persons experiencing homelessness. The outreach and engagement efforts — including in-reach to local public systems where chronically homeless persons cycle in and out of — should be connected to coordinated entry and other mainstream systems to ensure that every person is connected to assistance. CoCs should continuously engage persons experiencing chronic homelessness (and most at risk of becoming chronically homeless), even if they repeatedly decline housing and services.

Communities should share information across outreach teams and sites and engage with other systems, including law enforcement, hospitals and emergency departments, corrections, libraries, and job centers. These efforts should proactively seek all people who are unsheltered within CoC, including people living in encampments or tent cities, and not be limited to serving only persons seeking assistance. All outreach should be person-centered and emphasize building rapport and trust as a means of helping people obtain housing with appropriate services.

Over the coming weeks, HUD and USICH will be providing additional resources and tools aimed at helping CoCs understand what it means to end chronic homelessness. As always, we thank you for your continued commitment to ending homelessness.

· Field Office is currently processing grant agreements.  HUD staff noted that if grantees are in real need of their money, they should contact their rep and staff will try to expedite the process.	

· HUD noted that TH providers are asking questions about how to transition grants that are reallocating.  It was noted that providers should call CT BOS team for assistance.

· The new APR is not out yet.  It was suggested that although providers cannot enter into esnaps, they can run their HMIS APR report and clean the data and be ready to enter into esnaps once the APR is out.

2. NOFA Follow-up and Preparation

a) NOFA highlights (handout)





· TH in Tier 2 will not get funded unless the program has a youth focus

· CoC Application is 200 points – almost everything same as last year

· Focus on reallocation

· Focus on decreasing homelessness as evidenced by PIT data

· System Performance Measures are submitted in HUD HDX this year

b) Update on Reallocations

· Reallocation is a focus for HUD this year again

· Several agencies have submitted Reallocation Plans to CT BOS and others are coming

· We will vote next month once all reallocation plans have been reviewed

· Sub-CoCs review the reallocations in their jurisdiction.  CT BOS SC could approve in August pending sub-CoC review but would be preferable to get Sub-CoC to approve before 8/19/16 meeting if possible.

c) New Project Applications Strategy   

· Centralizing Rental Assistance for RRH 

· Last SC meeting, there was discussion around centralizing rental assistance administration for the proposed new RRH project that will be submitted to HUD for funding during this NOFA.  There was discussion around AIDS CT being the administrator. The process would mirror the current structure that is being used to administer RRH.  HI monitored AIDS CT and found that they have the proper systems in place to administer the program.  

· There was discussion around addressing the concern that agencies need to access funds quickly.  Potential strategies include providing funds for service providers that can be tapped into and/or creating a speedy reimbursement system so providers can write a check and get the funds back from the centralized administrator quickly.

· Another issue raised was the ability for localities to control access to the RRH and to ensure that the program is client focused and meets the needs of the program participants.  It was clarified that the CANs will continue to manage referrals and that program participants will not be impacted by having to travel anywhere or apply in any different way than in the past.

· Providers noted that they wanted to ensure that this is a 12 month program and that the program will not run out of money.

· It was reported that while DV survivors participate in the current RRH program, is was noted that there could be improvements made to making the program better access the program.

· It was reported that the current state RRH program runs well and that providers can get checks within 3 days.

· It was noted that since the state uses CT AIDS as the administrator for RRH funds, it would be efficient to have them administer these funds.  It was noted that if this is successful, the CoC should look at existing RRH programs to be administered centrally as well. 

·  While there was consensus that AIDS CT, the state designated rental assistance administrator, should be the rental assistance administrator for the new RRH program, it was recommended that in lieu of using AIDS CT’s name as the administrator, in the recommendation, the SC should name the state designated rental assistance administrator as the rental assistance administrator for the program.	



Motion: To adopt the state designated rental assistance administrator to administer the financial assistance for the RRH program proposed for this NOFA with the understanding that the CoC SC will assess to how to better serve DV survivors and will develop a mechanism for providers to access funds quickly.  

Motion passes.  One vote against and one abstention.

		

d) Discussion of Allocation of Bonus between RRH and PSH – Total Available: $1,629,923 





· Model to be Funded

· Last year CT BOS submitted 2 bonus projects - PSH and RRH and PSH was funded, RRH was not.

· There was discussion around how to split up the funding between RRH and PSH– 50/50 or 60/40.  

· There was discussion around the need for RRH and that the state has more PSH resources than RRH resources.  One CAN noted that the majority of VI-SPDAT scores are coinciding with the need for RRH. It was noted that since the state is working to end CH and keep CH to a minimum, there is a need to continue to bring PSH units on line.  There have been cuts to social services and it was noted that these cuts may have negative impacts on persons experiencing homelessness and might increase the need for PSH.

· There was a vote to determine split between RRH/PSH.  For a 50/50, there were 12 in favor and for a 60/40 split, there were 6 in favor.  

It was determined that the bonus funds available would be split would be 50/50 for RRH/PSH.

· Standard Service Reimbursement

· It was noted that project applications had a range of requested service reimbursement.  Most agencies requested an insufficient amount of services funding and the Scoring Committee recommended that a standard service reimbursement be created.

· It was suggested that the SC set a minimum in lieu of an actual standard.

Motion: To approve an annual minimum service budget of $4,000/HH PIT (Point in Time) for RRH and $5,000/HH PIT in PSH projects.  Motion passes.  3 abstentions.

· Skipping lower scoring project where there are two applications from the same jurisdiction in the top three

Motion: To ensure geographic equity, the 3rd ranked new RRH and PSH projects will be skipped in lieu of the 4th project.  Motion passes. One abstention

· RRH: 10 applications for $2.6 million (really $3 million – projects calculated RA incorrectly)


· PSH: 7 applications for $3.2 million


Scenarios: 


· 100% RRH – could serve approximately 120 HH’s (PIT)


· 75% RRH and 25% PSH – could serve approx. 90 HH (PIT) in RRH and 23 people in PSH


· 60% RRH and 40% PSH - could serve approx. 72 HH (PIT) in RRH and  40 people in PSH


· 50% RRH and 50% PSH – could serve approx. 60 HH (PIT) in RRH and 45 people in PSH 


Notes: 


1. The BOS Scoring Committee recommended standardizing the amount of funds for supportive services on a per HH basis.  Calculations above are based on $4,000/HH PIT in RRH and $5000/HH in PSH for supportive services (90% of project applications were lower than these caps). 


2. Even if we select 100% of one model, we may have to split applications up to maximize points received in Tier 2.


3. The combined budgets of the top 3 highest scoring projects in each model equal about 50% of bonus funds available.  Since all projects use rental assistance, adjustments to # of units served can ensure all funds are expended.   


4. RRH had 2 applications from the same jurisdiction in the top 4.  PSH had two applications from the same jurisdiction in the top 4 (Projects #3 and 4 were tied.)


a. If we eliminate the lower scoring projects from the same jurisdictions and select the next highest scored project, we cover a variety of  areas in the BOS CoC 


b. BOS principle of geographic financial equity supports this

Limiting access based on gender in programs with “shared” facilities.





Question:  Under HUD’s Final Rule on Equal Access may a HUD CoC program with private bedrooms and shared, self-contained bathrooms intended for use by one person at a time, limit program access based on gender?  





Summary of Response:  A project with this configuration may not operate as single sex.  Bathing facilities intended for use by one occupant at a time are not considered by HUD to be shared.  Single-sex facilities may be acceptable but on only under certain limited conditions:





· The facility must be for individuals only. A facility that accepts families with children cannot be single sex


AND


· The facility must consist of a single structure with shared bedrooms or bathing facilities such that the considerations of personal privacy and the physical limitations of the configuration of the housing make it appropriate for the housing to be limited to one sex.





Assigning family members to separate accommodations within an emergency shelter facility





Question:  Can family members be assigned to separate accommodations within an emergency shelter facility? For example, may an adult man and woman who present together as a family, be assigned to gender segregated dorms within a facility? May an adult man presenting together as a family with an adult woman and minor children be assigned to a separate adult male dorm within the shelter, while the woman and children are assigned to a family accommodation within the facility?





Summary of Response:  The applicability of the prohibition against involuntary family separation depends on whether a household includes children:





· Families with children:  CoC and ESG funded projects are prohibited from involuntary family separation of any kind, whether inside a facility or separation between facilities.


· Families with only adults:  HUD’s overarching goal is to keep ALL families together when providing emergency shelter.  Only shelters with shared bathing or sleeping facilities (see above for more information on how HUD defines “shared”) may limit access to a single sex.  All HUD funded facilities must serve participants based on the gender with which the individual identifies. If adults do not all identify as the same gender, they can be served in an emergency shelter that accommodates mixed gender families. If your community does not have mixed gender adult-only shelters, there are other possible options for these families to be served together. For example, if there were room at the families with children shelter, HUD would encourage the accommodation of those adult only families if no other shelter was available to serve them together. If you are finding in your community that the only available shelter accommodations would result in mixed gender adult-only households being served separately, HUD encourages your community to make every effort to provide alternate accommodations and to consider ways to better meet the needs of adult-only households.


· All families:  If a shelter has private rooms in which a family can stay together, then the family must be able to stay in a room together if they choose.





Determining who is part of a family





Question:  When and how often can families make a determination regarding who is part of their family?





Summary of Response:  HUD requires providers to consider any group of people who present together for assistance and identify as a family to be assisted as a family.





· Daily turnout shelters (i.e. where families are evaluated for eligibility every night) – Any group presenting as a family on any given day is required to be served as a family, regardless of past family composition.


· Shelters with longer stays (i.e. where families are permitted to stay for longer than one night without having to be re-evaluated for eligibility) -  There is no requirement that your project allow an adult and/or child to move in with an existing household, or for individuals who did not originally present as a family to later be accommodated as a family. This is because the individuals did not originally present together as family. In general, HUD allows families to form during their participation in its projects, but we recognize that it may not be feasible in every situation to permit families to form in existing projects due to things such as the type of housing, the terms of occupancy, and the services provided to the program participants.

· System performance measures must be submitted in HDX and a report showing this must be included in the CoC application

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SNAPS In Focus: Addressing the Needs of Persons Fleeing Domestic Violence

Last November, I penned a message through our SNAPS In Focus series, entitled Ensuring Access for Survivors of Domestic Violence. That message highlighted HUD’s increased emphasis on ensuring that Continuums of Care (CoCs) are addressing the needs of persons fleeing domestic violence, and pointed to specific places in the FY 2015 CoC NOFA that incentivized increased participation and coordination in the CoC by victim service providers. This emphasis is a direct result of HUD’s recognition of the intersection between domestic violence and homelessness and the importance of maintaining CoC-funded projects available for this population, particularly in those places where there are no other projects serving people fleeing domestic violence within a reasonable distance.

The intended outcome for the message and the increased emphasis in the competition – along with new FAQs and technical assistance resources – was to provide communities with a path towards a balanced approach to safely serving both those persons actively fleeing domestic violence situations and survivors of domestic violence in targeted programs as well as in programs throughout the homeless services system.

However, as the results of the 2015 CoC Program Competition were announced, we and our federal partners became concerned at the number of existing projects for this population that lost funding, and we have heard directly from communities and providers about concerns as well. At the same time, we were also encouraged by the number of new permanent housing projects for this population that gained funding across the country.

So today, I want to be clear with communities. High-quality projects that serve people fleeing domestic violence are a critical component of a comprehensive homeless services system regardless of component type. Transitional housing, rapid re-housing, and permanent supportive housing for survivors each can and should have a place in a community’s system as long as these programs meet a need in the community, can show positive safety and housing related outcomes, and provide choice to the people who want these types of programs.

I would urge CoCs to thoughtfully and fully engage with local victim service providers to ensure this balanced approach. In particular, as your CoC is making local decisions, I hope that the following important issues are being considered specifically for projects serving survivors of domestic violence:

· Geographic Coverage: Is the project the only one serving this population available in the geographic area? This is especially important in rural areas where many domestic violence projects cover large catchment areas. If the project lost funding, is there another way to serve this population in the area?



· Outcomes: Projects serving people fleeing domestic have unique program designs, which are focused first on the safety of the household. Once safety is established, housing stability can be fully addressed. The process by which these programs are judged at the local level should consider these unique factors, and account for the fact that survivors often need longer timeframes to gain stability and move to permanent housing.



· Program Design: Is the program well-designed to meet the safety needs of survivors and their families? Does the program use trauma-informed practices? Has the program adopted a Housing First orientation and is it low barrier in its approach? In other words, does the project have entry and intake processes that do not screen applicants out due to factors such as employment, income, drug or alcohol use, criminal history, or other factors?

 

· Data: Although victim service providers are prohibited from entering data in HMIS, they are required to maintain comparable databases of their own design which should be providing the CoC with aggregate information on the outcomes of their project. Projects serving survivors of domestic violence where the recipient is not a victim services provider are required to enter data in their Homeless Management Information System (HMIS). CoCs should use this data to determine safety and housing stability outcomes for projects.



· Reallocation: After reviewing data and the unique outcomes related to serving survivors of domestic violence, CoCs may decide that there are lower-performing programs that the CoC would like to reallocate. In implementing such reallocations, CoCs should ensure they are reallocating to programs that will be dedicated to survivors of domestic violence, have experience providing quality domestic violence services, and that the reallocation will result in at least as many units for this population.

 

· New Resources:  In addition to ensuring that projects dedicated to survivors are reallocated to the same population, CoCs should consider new resources that will provide permanent solutions for survivors. Without permanent housing options to exit to from shelter or transitional housing, some survivors may feel that going back to an abuser is their only way out of homelessness. HUD encourages communities to strike a balance that includes both safe short-term and longer-term options to help stop the cycle of homelessness for households experiencing domestic violence.

I hope this information is helpful to CoCs and victim service providers across the country as communities are making local decisions related to the FY 2016 CoC Program Competition. For our part, HUD is continuing to work with our Federal Partners and the U.S. Interagency Council on Homelessness (USICH) to identify effective ways to serve survivors of domestic violence and to strengthen community capacity. The USICH Interagency Sub-Group on Domestic Violence is prioritizing both short- and longer-term actions to support this important work. This includes developing a quick-guide for communities to help inform decision-making as they assess and review domestic violence transitional housing project applications that USICH will release later this week.

As the HUD-HHS-DOJ funded Domestic Violence and Housing Technical Assistance Consortium gets underway, many CoCs will hear from the members of the Consortium over the next few months as they begin a needs assessment. They will be speaking directly with CoCs, homeless service providers, and domestic violence providers to find out what your needs are for better serving this population based on their specific housing and service needs.

HUD will also be convening a listening session at the National Alliance to End Homelessness (NAEH) Annual Conference next week to hear from CoCs and homeless providers specifically on their issues and questions on using CoC funds to serve survivors of domestic violence in their communities.
